Presidents Chart
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� If the president came into office because of the death of the sitting president, you should note that, but enter the DATE next ELECTED, as applicable. 


� “Terms” refers to elected terms. For example, JFK would have one term but noted that “died in office 11/22/1963.” Lyndon Johnson would have ONE elected term, although you would note that he filled the remainder of JFK’s first term.


� Put an asterisk in this column if linked to a “key date.”  Presidential key dates include: 1800, 1828, 1850, 1860, 1877, 1901, 1918, 1929, 1932, 1945, 1952, 1960, 1980.  Be advised that you need to understand WHY these are considered “key dates!”
